Students will explore topics in English with the aim of
creating international-mindedness and a sense of ownership in the global issues and current events that impact their
future.

In Class:

Students will use English expressions to discuss their interests, opinions, likes and dislikes. To broaden their thinking,
discussion topics will range from the personal to news, human interest stories, culture, geography and countries, and
global social and evironmental issues. Resources from the textbook such as grammar points and expressions, as well as

ICT resources and multimedia will be utilized. Pair work or group work will be required for some activities and assignments.

Students are expected to give presentations in class.
